RFD: Returned contributions.

SAL: Campaign workers salaries. Includes state
and federal payroli taxes.

TEL: Television or cable airtime and video
production costs.

TRC: Candidate travel. Payments or
reimbursements for travel, lodging, and meals of a
candidate.

TRS: Stafflspouse travel. Payments or
reimbursements for travel, lodging, and meals of a
candidate’s representative {staff}, or member of the
candidate’s household.

TSF: Transfers. Only use this code to report the
transfer of funds to anather autharized committee of
the same candidate or sponsoring organization.
Report funds this committee gives to other
committees on Schedule E, as contributions (*CTB")
to those committees, not as transfers.

VOT: Voter registration costs.

WEB: Information technalogy costs. Includes
payments for website design, e-mail, internet access,
production of website and e-mail advertising.
